Summary of the Message 

Serving reveals the true identity of God's 
children. That means the awareness about 
emptying yourself, aiming to live as Christ did, 
serving others, looking to people's needs and 
helping them. Being a leader means to serve by 
example and as a Jesus Christ follower. 
When we serve we get closer to those who are 
also serving and it creates stronger bonds than 
only occasional meetings and social events. 

Galatians 5:13 “You, my brothers and sisters, 
were called to be free. But do not use your 
freedom to indulge the flesh; rather, serve one 
another humbly in love”. 

Matthew 20:26-28 “26 Not so with you. Instead, 
whoever wants to become great among you 
must be your servant, 27 and whoever wants to 
be first must be your slave— 28 just as the Son 
of Man did not come to be served, but to serve, 
and to give his life as a ransom for many.” 

Hebrews 10:24-25 “24 And let us consider how 
we may spur one another on toward love and 
good deeds, 25 not giving up meeting together, 
as some are in the habit of doing, but 
encouraging one another—and all the more as 
you see the Day approaching”. 

Ephesians 2:10 “For we are God’s handiwork, 
created in Christ Jesus to do good works, which 
God prepared in advance for us to do”. 

Matthew 5:16 “In the same way, let your light 
shine before others, that they may see your 
good deeds and glorify your Father in heaven”.

1.​ How could you overcome the obstacles 
that keep you unwilling to serve? 

2.​ Which are the areas or positions you 
could serve in the church ?
